Paper Reeds offers different types of pottery, handmade beautiful glass pieces, a vast assortment of specialty bird feeders, teas, hand-carved wood pieces including a children’s section. Members of the American Craft Council and Craft Retailers Association, they provide customers with fun gift-giving ideas and high-end crafts from artisans from all over the country. 
Each room has a theme that is reflective of the items featured. Hand-blown paperweights by Glass Ice Studio’s Celestial Series and Environmental series represent the planets and include volcanoes, waves and glaciers. Anthony Stoneware’s Bird feeder houses and baths are winter proof and hand-made in North Carolina. The birds are made out of pottery by Chris Styles who glazes them with natural resources.
